Public-Private Partnerships (PPP) are an effective mechanism to improve
access to health services for the elderly, enhance service quality, and manage
costs. It is crucial for policymakers to explore global experiences with PPP to
develop strategies that address the unique economic and social conditions in
Iran, ensuring an effective response to the rapid changes in healthcare needs
for the aging population.
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
